	 I have shown up because that’s what is needed – from all of us. We are a small group of 
renegades and misfits—important men and women—but outliers nonetheless. When we turn 
our backs on each other, it is a tremendous loss. It has been painful to witness too much needless 
and reckless hurt inflicted this year. I lived through the devastation of my generation when our 
country’s leaders turned their backs on us. We cannot do that to each other.
	 Yes, there is difference. Yes, there is pain. Yes, there is ignorance.
	 I believe in the power of dialogue as a vehicle for change. It’s my life and my livelihood for 
decades now. I urge you keep inviting each other to growth and enlightenment. My experience 
of this community is that there will always be—and that there has always been—difference 
and conflicting ideas. As many have said, we are not one community, but many with common 
affiliations.
	 How we treat each other, how we handle difference, matters greatly.
	 Chuck Renslow was an activist, a leatherman, a business owner and, in many ways, a politician. 
He spoke of the importance of unity. We, as a community, need to protect and unite. We also have 
an obligation beyond our community to protect and affiliate with those who are in need.
	 Our youth are our most vulnerable. I feel responsible to use my personal, professional and 
whatever titular power I have as IML to 
protect them. They need our advocacy. 
I have had the opportunity to travel the 
country and the world, raising awareness 
and funds for #BornPerfect, the fight to 
end Conversion Therapy. It’s my honor and 
responsibility. No LGBT kid should ever 
be told that they are anything less than 
#BornPerfect. They are, I am, we are all born 
perfect.
	 In fighting for them every day, I fight 
for all of our freedoms: Personal, physical, 
sexual, relational and psychological. This 
is how I think, act and play and I’m having 
a hell of a time. I never thought this is 
where I’d be at 65, so thank you, IML. I have 
savored every minute.

Titleholding is simultaneously incredibly simple and overwhelmingly complex. What compels someone to 
take on this ridiculous, spectacular task? What do you do once you’ve earned it? How do you know you’ve 
done it right?
	 When I helped my husband, Bamm-Bamm, with his run, I knew International Mr. Bootblack was the contest 
for me. Each has its own flavor and IMBB is, without question, the endurance race of contests. 18-20 hours 
of stand time in three days, plus the other contest components. No other contest—no other event—puts 
someone through the same paces. The idea of winning was entirely secondary to the idea of experiencing it, 
in the same way one might say they ran the Boston Marathon. 100 pairs of boots later, I made it to the finish 
line.
	 But ... then what? Cue the inevitable question: “What will you do if you win?” IMBB affords its titleholder a 
very different experience than the other international bootblack titles. There are a few events we are invited 
to by tradition, and the rest is left to us. Some choose to focus on working a stand as much as possible, while 
others choose to use it as a platform for change.
	 Me? I had an incredible privilege, benefitting from the work that others like Bamm, Erick, Jeff Tucker and 
others within IML did to dramatically—dramatically—change the contestant experience. For the first time 
in its history, IMBB’s contestants were part of the larger IML experience. I walked with my state’s group for 
opening ceremonies. We participated in portions of the contestant orientation. We were with our IML class 
backstage before the final night of the contest. So I felt the best thing I could do was just to cherish that 
privilege. To highlight and celebrate it by being as present and as genuine 
as I possibly could. I would like to think that I did that.
	 Finally, I’d like to recognize two specific people. First, Ralph, who 
has been nothing less than the gold standard, both in his own right 
as International Mr. Leather and as a compatriot on this crazy, crazy 
ride. His kindness, his authenticity, and his presence are gifts I treasure. 
Ralph, thank you.
	 And none of this would have happened without my husband, 
who graciously, sometimes painfully, let me bungle my way 
through this year my own way. Through everything, having 
him in my life and to come home is a comfort I can’t begin 
to describe. I only hope I show him the kind of love and 
appreciation he deserves and shows me.
	 Thank you to everyone who shared space with me. It’s 
made this past year incredibly rich and I’m so profoundly 
proud to be International Mr. Bootblack 2017.
