On behalf of our management team, our volunteers, vendors, contestants and of course, the City of
Chicago, we are delighted to welcome you to our Annual Family Reunion and this year’s IML-IMBB
Competitions.

For each weekend, the IML Management Team puts in thousands of hours of effort year-round
with our host hotel and our off-site venues to ensure a great experience for all of our guests. This is
your weekend and it's our goal to make things as trouble-free and fun for you as possible.

Every year, IML-IMBB weekend has changes. Like the community, we too evolve and strive to keep
moving forward. This year is no different. One of the biggest issues we face is that of keeping the
event secure and safe for all of our attendees. Attempting to address these concerns, we will be
implementing a Hotel Access Policy for all those wishing to enter the hotel, especially in the evenings.
A wristband, whether provided to hotel guests at check-in or purchased in the Weekend Wristband
area, will be required for hotel access in the evenings. Please refer to the Hotel Access Policy section
of our website—www.imrl.com—for more details.

Since taking control of IML-IMBB, the Management Trust formed by Chuck Renslow has been busy
reorganizing and repositioning the corporate structure to both better align with Chuck’s wishes as
well as for the future operations of the organization. It's more involved than any of us anticipated, but
we also know the efforts are worth it. We are hopeful that we will have more to announce about this
reorganization in the near future. But please know this: IML-IMBB is here to stay long into the future!

A little more about changes. In 2009, Chuck used the bully-pulpit of IML-IMBB weekend and
implemented a ban on the sale or marketing of materials which marketed or promoted bareback/
unprotected sex. The message, of course, was controversial but it was very consistent with Chuck’s
personal paternal view of his responsibility to our community. Remember, it was the leather and
fetish community that initially became the fierce advocates for safe(r) sex and put condoms in bars
back when HIV/AIDS became part of our lives. And while social media and other postings over the
years have interpreted this action in many different ways, it was done solely through the lens of a very
concerning and pressing public health crisis facing the fetish community at that time.

In 2014, during his annual speech at the finale of the IML-IMBB competitions, recognizing that
medical treatment as well as prevention of HIV had turned a corner, he advocated that people
should learn about PrEP and, if suitable to them, use it. While also advocating for ‘protected sex, he
again used the IML-IMBB bully-pulpit to raise awareness of this new and amazing development. He
remained—and IML-IMBB remains—relentless in encouraging our family to be responsible, be aware
of STls and know your status.

Since 2009, so much has changed in terms of HIV treatment, prevention and knowledge. Medicine
has given us much in terms of patient care and quality-of-life improvements. More recently, research
has also demonstrated the inability to transmit HIV by someone who is undetectable. For all of these
reasons, the so-called ‘ban, while never really enforced, no longer seems appropriate. The Board of
the Trust has discussed and voted unanimously, to discontinue this policy.

A few more things. As always, this weekend is filled with the parties, mixers, demos and, of course,
the Vendor Market on the first, second and third floors of the hotel. There’s also a lot to do outside of
the hotel and we hope you'll get to sample the amazing things Chicago has to offer. We love our City
and hope you love our home too! Just please don't try and do everything in one day!

Because of you, IML-IMBB is seen as the preeminent leather and fetish event on the planet. And
it's you—each and every one of our guests—that drives us to make each year bigger and better than
before. We cannot thank you enough ... but ... THANK YOU for being with us this year.
